20.187 MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING 14th DECEMBER - Minutes confirmed as correct - Proposed by G Davison and seconded by J Baldwin.
20.188 COVID-19 – England was placed into lockdown from 4th January 2021. 

Vaccinations starting and all agreed that we need a note to be put through doors offering help with shopping and also trips for vaccinations. Cllr M Hicks suggested we include Suffolk Advice Service and National Domestic Abuse number.

20.189 REPORTS 
20.189.1 Report from C Cllr Hicks for January which was sent ahead of the meeting. C Cllr Hicks ran 

through this.

· Suffolk 2020 Fund delivers over £2.5 million for community focused initiatives
· Covid 19 testing capacity has increased due to demand

20.189.2 Report from D Cllr Morley for January received. D Cllr Morley ran through this.

Key points: 
· Local Restrictions Support Grants available for businesses
· MSDC are lashing emissions of their fleet by switching to HVO

G Davison has spoken to Paul Bryant, a neighbourhood plan takes at least 3 years before any votes or 

public consultation which is hard even without lockdown. All agreed not to pursue this and to review in the 
summer.

Action – G Davison to list pros and cons of Neighbourhood Plan and email to everyone 
W Brame checked the joint local plan consultation and what was included in the main map was just the settlement boundary but on the online map it does show village boundaries.

20.189.3 Footpaths – Email has been sent to SCC asking whether landowners are always contacted if a concern is raised about footpaths on their land.

It was noted in the initial reply that only getting one report about a footpath meant it was deemed as not high use so it may be better if we can encourage residents to report issues themselves rather than the Parish Council doing this

Action – W Brame to await reply to email

Email has been sent to SCC to ask if Footpath 14 has been diverted.

Action –W Brame to await reply from Highways regarding Footpath 14
20.189.4 Cemetery – It was agreed that to start with we need to look at our exclusive rights of burial and the number of years the Parish Council set it at. This would have been in approximately 1977. T Benjamin has agreed to do this.

I Richardson has identified some headstones which are a risk – will take photos and notes and then we will need to contact owners.
Action – I Richardson to email list of headstones to W Brame

There was a query about laurel hedge cutting on the perimeter of the Cemetery as this has not yet been done. It was hoped that the Parish Council could do this in the spring.

20.191 PLANNING INCLUDING APPLICATIONS – No reply to email to chase MSDC and D Cllr 

Morley re land near Magpie which has permanent residents living in caravans.

The land at Stonham Tap has mostly been cleared following the decision to prosecute him.

20.192 TRAINING/CONFERENCES – Nothing to report
20.193 FINANCE – Clerks finance report for December emailed to everyone ahead of the meeting. No

questions raised.

Further Precept discussion took place as MSDC have now confirmed the tax base for 21/22. Due to more
people applying for discounts and help there are less properties paying full council tax. As a result of the       

tax base reducing every Parish is being given a grant. Our grant is £118 so it was agreed that the Precept for
21/22 would be set at £6582 for 21/22 (This amount plus the grant equals £6700).

20.194 GOVERNANCE – SALC have confirmed that we can use chairperson so she will update the 

standing orders and at the next meeting they will need to be approved.

20.195 DEFIBRILLATOR – Antibacterial wipes and instructions have been placed in the defibrillator.
20.196 VILLAGE SIGN – No reply to email so a letter has been sent to G Denny re sign in his field

Action – W Brame to await reply to letter regarding village sign
20.197 REMEMBRANCE SUNDAY – The wreath has not been moved and it was agreed to leave the 

wreath in Earl Stonham as the wreath from the year before is still in good condition.
Action – G Davison to get bank details for donation
20.198 CAR WASH – Complaint was made to Environmental Health who are unable to get involved with the rat situation unless a direct neighbour has issues with them coming into their garden or house, so a letter has been sent to the nearest neighbours to ask them. Also, they will contact Waste Services and see what is happening with the bins and why they are not being emptied. The caravan may be able to be moved by MSDC if it was dumped but not until after lockdown.
